Encourages cooperation among agency members in
the developing global Anabaptist networks (Mission,
Service, Peace, Health, Education).

Facilitates collaboration among Anabaptist
organizations in disaster response.

Walks alongside our churches and provides pastoral
presence, through Deacons Commission
delegations in Ecuador, DR Congo, Peru and Nepal
in 2017.

Publishes resources like God’s People in Mission:
